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Back in the ‘old days’...

New GO-POCI members Dwight
and Nancy Ford of Hollister know how
to have fun! | have only met them at
one meeting and briefly talked with
them at the POCI Convention in Tulsa,
but their bubbly personalities and
enthusiasm for their 1927 Pontiac (a
Landau Sedan | believe) are hard to
beat. Perhaps they can give us more
about their history with this fabulous
early Pontiac in the future, but it's
obvious they enjoy their car on a
different level than most classic
automobile owners.

If you have met them at a show you
are aware of the period attire they
wear and accessories they bring when
showing the car. Many car owners
show their car with vintage literature
and a few accessories, but Dwight
and Nancy really step back in time.

Dwight gave me some photos to
use at the last meeting and | can’t
resist running them for you this month.
I dug up a few facts about the 1927
Pontiac for your interest.

1927 Pontiacs featured:

Body styles:
2-door sports roadster, 2/4 pass.
2-door coupe, 2 pass.
2-door sports cabriolet, 2/4 pass.
2-door coach, 5 pass.
2-door landau sedan, 5 pass.
4-door landau sedan, 5 pass.
Panel delivery truck, 2 pass. doors
and 2 rear cargo doors

Engine: used a 186.5 cubic inch, six-
cylinder engine. Compression was
4.8 to 1, was fed by a Carter one-
barrel carburetor and produced 40
horsepower.

Transmission: 3-speed manual with
reverse

Chassis: 110-inch wheelbase, 151.25
inches overall length — 56-inch
tread front and rear — semi-floating
rear axle with 4.18 to 1 ratio —
mechanical brakes on rear wheels

only — wood spoke 20-inch rims

Optional equipment: Front bumper
(standard on deluxe models), rear
fender guards (standard on deluxe
models), single side-mount spares
on sport models only, heater

Other: Models were introduced in
January 1927. Foot-operated tilt-
beam headlights were standard.
Total of 68,300 Pontiacs built in
1927, breakdown by body not
available. President of Pontiac is
A.R. Glancy. 1927 is listed as third
model year for Pontiac as there
were 1926 and 1926-1/2 models
listed as separate.

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This photo was taken at the W.K. Kellogg House
in Battle Creek, Michigan. Dwight also gave me
a photo of a marker at the house with the
following information on it:

“W.K. Kellogg (1860-1951) founded the Toasted
Corn Flake Company of Battle Creek in 1906. In
1925, Kellogg and his second wife, Dr. Carrie
Staines, a physician at the Battle Creek Sanitarium,
commissioned Benjamin and Benjamin of Grand
Rapids to design a summer house here. Their
picturesque estate included this Neo-Tudor manor
house, a windmill, a greenhouse, a stable, a
boathouse, a combine guesthouse, garage and
chauffeur’s residence and a caretaker’s house.

Marshall Field and Company of Chicago decorated
the interior. From 1944 to 1950 the estate served
as a rehabilitation center for the Percy Jones Army
Hospital in Battle Creek. In 1952 the W.K. Kellogg
Foundation gave the property to Michigan State
College (now Michigan State University), which

developed it as the Kellogg Gull Lake Biological
Station.”
